ARTICLE VIZ1 

Any disagreement: t h a t  may arise f r o m  the In terpretat ion ar 
lmplementation o f  thtb Agreement shall b e '  resoTveu by 
neaoti aciona between the Part ies.  

Th is  Agreement shall enter 3nto force on the following day 
which the Parties exchange the notes informing each other that 
necessary national formalit1es,have been completed for the 
entry into force oP t h f s  Agreement, and shal l  romaln i n  forca 
f a r  a period af  f i ve  years,  T h i s  agreement may be m n d e d  ar 
prolonged upon written approval o f  the  Par t i es  at any time. 
Th is  A g r e e m e n t  rnny ha tarminatet i  by e i t h e r  P a r t y  uoon three  
months w r i t t e n  n o t i c e  t o  the other  P a r t y .  The terminat ion ot 
this Agreement shall n o t - a f f e c t  t h e  v a l i d ~ t y  O r  durat ion  o f  t h e  
activities agreed upon pursuant t o  t h i s  Agreement and i n i t i a t e d  
p r i o r  t o  such terminat ion .
